This Time, Be Prepared 
The Serb land of Montenegro is once again at the crossroads of history. The blood-soaked moun­
tains and dramatic coastline of this small land have been fought over by lUyrians, Macedonians, 
Romans, Byzantines, Turks, and Venetians, and, in the 20th century, by the armies of Austria-
Hungary, Italy, and Germany. In World War II, Montenegro lost more men, per capita, than any 
nation of Europe, and now it is the latest target of the so-called international community, which has 
tried to create a phony separatist movement (complete with a bogus national church) to continue 
the disastrous policies that have involved the United States in wars over Bosnia and Kosovo. 

Thomas Fleming has written the first well-researched history of Montenegro in the English lan­
guage, taking the story from ancient times all the way up to the current crisis over separation from 
Serbia. This is no dry academic tome but a lively account of a brave people whose brave history 
rivals the tales of Leonidas and his Spartans at Thermopylae.
